Kaspar, The Savoy’s
famous black cat, was carved in
1927 by the designer Basil
ITonides, and his creation was
directly related to the
unfortunate demise of a Savoy
client over a quarter of a

century earlier.

Kilkea Castle
(1180)
Castledermot, Ireland

Discover the secrets of Kilkea
Castle’s “Wizard Earl,” Gerald
FitzGerald, the 11th Earl of
Kildare. From 1547 to his death
four decades later, FitzGerald
ruled over the estate and
reportedly practiced the “dark
arts.” According to legend, the
spirit of the Earl awakes from
an enchanted sleep every seven
years and returns to Kilkea
Castle riding a white horse with
silver shoes.

Sofitel Winter Palace
Luxor (1886)
Luxor, Egypt

Located on the east bank of the
Nile River, across from Valley
of the Kings, Sofitel Winter
Palace Luxor became one of
the most famous hotels in the
world in 1922 with the
discovery of the tomb of King
Tutankhamun. As the home
base for Howard Carter and his
benefactor, Lord Carnarvon,
the hotel became the press
center for the discovery,
unleashing what became

known as “Tut-mania.”
